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ACTIVATOR LOG

• Logs are THE key for all amateur radio activity
• No Awards without logs!

• For WWFF, only Activator log needed
• Simplifies the task for Hunters

• Choose how you prefer to log
• Pen & Paper

• BUT you will need to transform to electronic format
• Phone or tablet

• Software!
• Computer?
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LOG FORMATS

• For WWFF, we do NOT need all data that might be recorded
• Logs MUST be submitted in ADIF or CSV format

• ADIF probably easiest

• Required fields:
• QSO_DATE, TIME_ON, CALL, BAND, MODE, OPERATOR, 

STATION_CALLSIGN, MY_SIG, MY_SIG_INFO,
(SIG, SIG_INFO)

• Log with vk port-a-log, ParksnPeaks or Ham2k PoLo app
• All the required details are done by the app
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LOG FORMATS

• CSV
• Comma Separated Values
• Simple text file
• Easily handled in a spreadsheet program BUT watch TIME 

data

• Check your log before submission
• PLEASE submit your log, regardless of number of 

contacts made during activation
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SUBMITTING LOG
• The Activator sends the checked log to the State 

representative for the State of the Park
• Spreads the workload and an opportunity for spotting 

obvious errors
• WWFF requirements limits who can upload logs

• Logs normally uploaded within 2 weeks – be patient
